1. Answers will vary. Children should draw five rectilinear
shapes with an area of 5 squares, for example:

2. Answers willvary. Children should draw two rectilinear
shapes with an area of 6 squares.
3. Ticked: 1st shape (madle from four 2+2 concrete slabs)
and 2nd shape (made from four 1x1 concrete slabs).
4. 2) The 1st and 3rd shapes and the 2nd, 4th and 5th
shapes are the same. They have included shapes
which are reflections and rotations of each other.

b) They could try turming the page to view shapes from
different positions or cut the shapes out of paper to
see f they fitinto the area of another shape.

5. Answers willvary depending on letters and how they
are drawn. Children should work out the area of letters
in their name.

Descriptions may vary; for example:
1. Make a chain of the squares.
2. Then move only 1 of the squares to begin with.

3. Then move 2 of the squares at a time, repeating
with an extra square each time while checking for
reflections and rotations.
